8. No RFP has been issued for the site survey work.  Strang will coordinate with Greg to get this document finalized and solicit proposals.

Architectural

10. Strang reviewed the results of the programming effort conducted with the department heads on August 28th, 2007

a. The adjacency matrix was approved with the additional comment that the UW Extension required unescorted evening access to their department or use of the common shared conference rooms accessible by the public.

b. Strang reviewed the staffing and space needs identified by the department heads.

i. The committee indicated they would like the department heads to tour facilities in Madison that use more open plan designs rather that the private offices requested by many of the department heads.  Randy will work with the department heads to suggest dates for Strang to meet and tour buildings in Madison.

ii. The committee agreed to add some space for lockers and showers in the building.

c. Committee input on building common spaces

i. The County Board Room should accommodate approximately 100 attendees in addition to the Board.

ii. This room should be flexible for other types of meetings.  Consider folding partition wall to create two rooms.

iii. Other common meeting/conference rooms accessible to the public shall be provided in addition to the Board Room.

d. The building will have a centralized location for the collection and storage of recyclable materials.

e. Centralized rooms for copying, printing and newsletter production will be provided on each floor.

f. The committee will consider alternative for the space needed by social services for the holiday project.

g. The building will be programmed and design to accommodate future space needs.  The additional unused space a move-in time will be allocated as tenant space for UCS.

11. Mail will be processed through a central distribution point with an inter-departmental mail system operated by the Owner.

13. The Owner should begin to consider what, if any, furniture, fixtures or equipment will be provided by the Owner and incorporated into this project.
