Minutes of January21, 2008
1. The meeting was called to order by Ron Berg, acting Chair at 5:00 pm in the Courthouse County Board Room in the City of Dodgeville.

2. Roll Call.

3. A motion for certification of notice for this meeting was made by Bill Ehr, second by Phil Mrozinski, Motion Carried

4. A motion to approve the agenda for this January 21, 2008 meeting was made by Phil Mrozinski, second by Bill Ehr. Motion Carried

5. A motion to approve the minutes of the January 14, 2008 meeting was made by Phil Mrozinski second by Bill Ehr with the following correction: adding to Item # 7 Sustainable Engineering…. Motion passed.” Motion Carried.
6. Opportunity for members of the audience to address the committee: 
A. Jim Murn stated that he favors the 3 story building concept and noted that Lands End building is 64 feet high. The City of Dodgeville purchased a ladder truck specifically to handle the taller structures. He also suggested the County investigate geothermal heating for long-term cost savings.

B. Dennis McKernan also favors the 3 story design. He also supports a pitched roof and use of solar energy.

C. Jim Griffiths commented on building issues including basement cost/benefit, etc.

7. Health and Human Services Building Project – Unified Community Services Involvement 
Randy Terronez summarized Sup. John Lind effort focusing on Unified Community Services. Sup. Lind serves on the Unified Board. Due to the higher than anticipated project costs, increased pressure will be placed on Unified to pay their fair share of the rent. The agency’s financial condition cannot afford the significant costs increases. The financial concern and the higher than anticipated project cost estimate led Sup. Lind to the conclusion that Unified needs to be removed from the project. The Unified Board met last Wednesday evening and Sup. Lind outlined the realities. Consequently, the Unified Board was in favor of no longer being considered within the scope of the new building.
A motion was made by Bill Ehr, second by Phil Mrozinski to remove Unified Community Services from the project and to communicate this to the architect. Motion Carried

Randy Terronez noted that Strang Architects have been informed of the recent developments including the project cost limitations passed at last week’s Board meeting.

8. Update on Commissioning Agent Services – Randy Terronez noted that this item will appear on the February 19 Board agenda.
