Building Committee Minutes

1. The meeting was called to order by Sup. Eric Anderson at 5:00 p.m. 
2. Committee members present: Sups. Eric Anderson, Jacob W. (Bill) Ehr, Ronald Berg, John Meyers, Mark Masters and John Lind. Absent/Excused: Phil Mrozinski and  Brad Wells. Also present:  Amy Kaup, June Meudt, Cecile McManus, Tom Slaney, Randy Terronez, County Administrator.
3. A motion to approve certification of notice for this meeting was made by Sup. Ron Berg second by Sup. Bill Ehr. Motion carried.

4. A motion to approve the agenda for this June 16, 2008 meeting was made by Sup. Bill Ehr second by Sup. John Lind. Motion carried.
5. A motion to approve the minutes of May 21, 2008 meeting was made by Sup. John Lind second by Sup. Bill Ehr. Motion carried.

7. Soft Costs Update
a.
Audio-Visual Equipment Presentation
Amy Kaup introduced representatives from Interquest, an audio-visual equipment provider. Intequest has worked with the County on prior projects including the Highway Department and Planning and Development.

Agenda enclosure reviewed. Discussion given on the two main conference rooms (one on 1st floor and one on second floor) and the community room.
The 1st floor conference room will be equipped with items outlined in package B of the proposal (ceiling mounted projector, tables with outlets, wall-mounted control panel and pull –down screen). The 2nd floor conference room will include a pull down screen, table mounted outlets, wiring for future expansion, ceiling mounted projector.
The community room will include three (3) power screens, individual table mikes with the 3-vote option (with voting results to be shown on projection screen), manual shades (12 sets - already included in architect room specifications), mid-range audio-public address system.

Discussion given on Interquest services – to be on a time and materials basis @ $65/hour. The firm will be billing monthly and would prepare the bid specifications to bid out.
Motion by Sup. Bill Ehr second by Sup. Ron Berg to authorize Intequest to prepare the audio-visual bid specification on a time and materials rate of $65/hour with Amy Kaup to be the County Contact  in conjunction with the architect and the construction management firm. Motion carried.
b. Conference calling/Voting
Agenda enclosure reviewed noting the possibility for streamlining voting during Board meetings and committee members agreed to incorporate in the audio-visual bid specification.
c. Community Room as Emergency Operations Center

Amy Kaup to coordinate requirements with Ron Mastalski and prepare cost estimate including additional power needs.

Discussion given. Interquest and the Architect indicated that the cabling, etc. will already be in place should the County decide to televise Board meetings.
