Building Committee Minutes

1. The meeting was called to order by Sup. Eric Anderson at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Present: Sups. Eric Anderson, Jacob W. (Bill) Ehr, Ron Berg, John Lind, Gerald Dorscheid and Phil Mrozinski. Absent/Excused: Brad Wells. 
Also present:  Sup. Mark Masters, Health Director June Meudt and Randy Terronez, County Administrator.
3. A motion to approve certification of notice for this meeting was made by Sup. Bill Ehr  second by Sup. Ron Berg. Motion carried.

4. A motion to approve the agenda for this July 23, 2009 meeting was made by Sup. Phil Mrozinski second by Sup. John Lind. Motion carried.
5. A motion to approve the minutes of February 9, 2009 meeting was made by Sup. Ron Berg second by Sup. Phil Mrozinski. Motion carried.

Alternative Building Investigation – Bachner Building
Brief  update given on the Bachner Building. 

Old Middle School Site Update
The six month extension expires on August 17, 2009 which is the day preceding the August 18 County Board meeting. A phone call between Larry Barton of Strang Architects and Randy Terronez was discussed. If the County still considers the Health & Human Services Building Project still viable, the firm would consider an extension. 

In the event the contract is terminated (by either the County or Strang), Section 1.3.8.7 of the contract comes into play which states:

“Termination Expenses are in addition to compensation for the services of the agreement and include expenses directly attributable to termination for which the architect is not otherwise compensated, plus an amount for the Architect’s anticipated profit on the value of the services not performed by the Architect.”

The Architect has performed all services except the construction management section which according to Mr. Barton amounted to $79,000. The firm’s profit percent is 20% and the amount due Strang would be $15,800.

The amount due to Findorff in case of termination will be substantially larger than the Strang amount but was unknown at this time. 
Randy Terronez will obtain from Findorff and Strang the balance of the costs owed in writing of both termination and rebidding the project.

Motion made by Sup. Bill Ehr seconded by Sup. Gerald Dorscheid to rebid the project and forward to the full Board.  Motion passed.

Motion made by Sup. Gerald Dorscheid seconded by Sup. Ron Berg that in the event the motion to rebid the project fails, to authorize the County to pay all outstanding obligations incurred of the expired contracts:

1. Strang Architects - in the amount of $15,800
2. Findorff Construction Management Firm - in the amount of $(to be obtained from Findorff) 
and forward to the full Board.  Motion passed.

Motion made by Sup. John Lind seconded by Sup. Bill Ehr to recommend the County Board terminate the Building Committee in the event the County does not proceed with the project.  Motion passed.
