IOWA COUNTY COURTHOUSE SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE
January 26, 2009
The Committee met in the Cove Room, Courthouse Annex, in the City of Dodgeville on Monday, January 26, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. and was called to order by County Clerk Greg Klusendorf.
Committee members present: Steve Harrington, Melva Phillips, Ken Palzkill, John Hess, Judge William Dyke, Neil Giffey, Marian Reynolds and Jack Reynolds.
Also present: Bob Berglin and Greg Klusendorf.

The committee went through the “To Do List”.


John handed out a revised agenda for the day.  The consensus was that the horse and wagon rides should be continuous from 12:00 until 3:00 instead of stopping from 1:00 until 2:00.

At a previous meeting Chairman Ehr stated that he would try to arrange the tent, chairs and tables.  


Nancy Pfotenhauer was excused from the meeting so there were no decisions made on the commemorative book or confirmation on the bike ride from Mineral Point.  As per the agenda handed out by John the committee liked the idea of tying the bike ride in with the Forgiveness Ceremony.  It was felt that maybe something from Mineral Point could be brought with the bikers and the ceremony held when they arrived to kick off the celebration. 


It was decided that the pocket park would be the ideal place for the music.


Judge Dyke stated that he had contacted Jeb Prazak to see if she would help set up the displays.  The size of the pictures was discussed but not settled on.  Judge Dyke also mentioned that some pictures could be displayed in the Law Library.  The committee still needs to choose what will be displayed.


Greg will follow up with the schools to see which will be sending over artwork.  He will also follow up with the municipalities to see if they will want something enclosed in the time capsule.


The Promotional Subcommittee should be formed.


Neil stated that he had given Gari Walz some pictures that will probably be used on the postcards and bookmarks.  Nothing will be definite until he is able to meet with Chairman Ehr and Jim Stroschein.  The plans now are to have 1,900 each of the postcards and bookmarks printed.

Melva is looking into key chains for the medallions.


No decision was made about posters to advertise the event.

The route of the courthouse tours was briefly discussed but not finalized.  Judge Dyke is going to check with the Bar Association to see if some lawyers would be willing to conduct the tours.


No discussion on the power point presentation or “continuous loop” was held.


It was felt that the displays could be set up in the Board room and Law Library.


It was felt that the items that were going to be put in the time capsules should be displayed in the Board room.  Some ideas of items to be enclosed are grocery item prices, cattle prices, court calendar, cost of court fines, Shopper, Chronicle, picture of the committee, 33 star flag, a picture of President Obama and County Today.  The committee was asked to think of other items to be added.


Marian suggested the following wording for the granite covering the buried time capsule:
“TIME CAPSULE Open in 2059 at the 200th Anniversary Celebration of the Iowa County Courthouse”


The committee definitely wanted to use the larger locker that Jack and Marian would donate for the second time capsule and they would like it painted.

Motion by Melva, second by Steve to pay Jack’s daughter Cherie to paint the locker.  It was felt that pictures of the old and current courthouse would be nice to have on the locker.  Carried.


It was decided that there would be no rain date.  


The route the horses and wagons will follow has to be decided.  The committee felt that two wagons would be sufficient.  There should be someone in each wagon to explain the historical areas.  

It was questioned whether porta potties would be needed.  The consensus was that the bathrooms in the courthouse would be sufficient.

The committee wondered whether there would be a need to have Alliant Energy tap into the power pole near the courthouse parking lot.  Whether there will be a need for water was also considered.  There is an outside tap on the courthouse that could be utilized.
Bob Berglin advised the committee to contact City of Dodgeville Police Chief David Kieffer concerning the blocking off of streets.

Motion by Steve, second by Neil to adjourn the meeting.  Carried.
