IOWA COUNTY COURTHOUSE SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE
March 30, 2009
The Committee met in the County Board Room, Courthouse Annex, in the City of Dodgeville on Monday, March 30, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. and was called to order by County Clerk Greg Klusendorf.
Committee members present: Nancy Pfotenhauer, Steve Harrington, Ken Palzkill, John Hess, Jim Stroschein and Greg Klusendorf.
Also present: Deb Ivey and Donna Peterson.

Greg informed the committee that the meeting had been noticed as required by law.
4-H Youth Agent Deb Ivey came before the committee to get information on what the committee expected of the 4-H food stand and the times they should serve.  She was told there would be a tent with tables and chairs.  She mentioned there would be food for people that want to have a meal or snacks.  They would also have soft drinks.  They would need electricity.  She mentioned they could serve meals from 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The committee decided later in the meeting that 11:00 to 3:00 would be sufficient time to be open.
John presented the 4th draft of the schedule.

The changes made were:

1. The food stand will start serving at 11:00 a.m. instead of 12:00.

2. The two sales stands will open at 11:00 instead of 12:00.  One will be by the food stand and one will be in the courthouse.

3. The guided tours will run from 11:30 to 12:30 and from 2:00 to 3:00.  Greg will find out if the elected officials will open their offices and possibly Department Heads from 11:30 to 3:00.

4. Horse and wagon rides will start every 15 minutes running from 12:00 to 3:00.  There will be two sets of teams and wagons.  It was thought the route would take close to 30 minutes to complete.

5. Jim will give his power point presentation in the courtroom with the first at 12:00 and the next one will follow the dignitary’s speeches.
6. The bicycle riders from Mineral Point should arrive between 12:00 and 12:30.  The committee felt that at some point the courthouse bell should be rung to signal the start of the festivities.  At that time it is the hopes of the committee that the Honorable Judge Dyke will welcome the riders, explain how the courthouse was moved from Mineral Point to Dodgeville and explain the reason of the Forgiveness Ceremony.  After the ceremony the committee would like Judge Dyke to explain the schedule for the day and then introduce the dignitaries to start the Commemoration Ceremony

Ken mentioned that the committee should start to plan on how the celebration would take place in inclement weather.  This will be taken up at the next meeting.
Steve mentioned that his cousin Sharon Schleck (maiden name) was in a picture dated June 11, 1955 for the Iowa County Courthouse Centennial Celebration.  There were 12 people in the picture and they all wore period style clothes.  Steve contacted her about it and she said she still had the dress and bonnet she wore and she would send it to Steve so it could be displayed that day.  Donna said she would try to borrow a mannequin for the day to display the dress.
Nancy has spoken with Kristin Mitchell of Kristin Mitchell Design and she would look forward to doing the design work for the book.  Kristin has an interest in Iowa County history and would very much like to work on the project.  Because of this her design fees will be discounted.  The fee to lay out 48 pages and the cover design would be $2,600.00.  She also solicited bids from four printers for 500, 1,000 and 1,500 books.  The committee felt that 1,000 would be a good number to start with.  The low bidder for 1,000 books was La Crosse Graphics at $2,482.14.  Kristin has worked with La Crosse Graphics in the past and is very happy with their quality of work.

Motion by Jim, second by John to have Kristin Mitchell Design do the graphics for $2,600.00 and La Crosse Graphics print 1,000 Sesquicentennial books at a cost of $2,482.14.  Carried.
Later in the meeting the committee decided to have a price of $5.00 printed on the cover of the book.

Melva brought in a poem that was written by Edna Meudt about the Iowa County Courthouse Centennial Celebration.  It was agreed that this should be in the book.

Nancy asked the committee to forward to her any courthouse items of interest that should go into the book.

Greg said that he had spoken with Dr. Paul Biere to see if the Point Five band would be interested in playing at the celebration.  Dr. Biere mentioned that one of the members drives out from Madison and asked if the committee would consider reimbursing the band $300.00 to cover expenses.

Motion by Steve, second by Jim to agree to pay the Point Five band a fee of $300.00 to play at the celebration.  Carried.
The committee felt that the schedule should be printed on one side of the flyer.
The committee was unhappy when they heard Iowa County Board Chairman Mark Masters would not be able to attend the celebration.   They were happy for the fact his daughter was getting married, but were hoping it would not be the same day as the celebration.
Greg asked if any thought had been given as to where the dignitaries would park.  The committee felt that even though the courthouse parking lot will be blocked off that day, an area should be set aside for the dignitaries to park their vehicles.
The next meeting will be Monday, April 20, 2009 at 6:00 p.m.
Motion by Jim, second by Nancy to adjourn the meeting.

Meeting adjourned at 7:22 p.m.
