Meeting notes -
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ehr at 6 p.m.
Committee members present were: Nancy Pfotenhauer, Melva Phillips, Judge William Dyke, Steve Harrington, John Hess, Jim Stoschein, Jack and Marian Reynolds, Kenny Palzkill, Neil Giffey, and Bill Ehr. 

Also present: Donna Peterson
The committee discussed the schedule for the day. It was decided that the “Arrival of the bicycle riders from Mineral Point …” will be scheduled for 12:45 p.m. It was also decided that the time capsule will not actually be buried at 3 p.m. We will place the granite marker where the capsule will be buried. The actually burying of the capsule will take place at the last meeting of this committee.
Nancy gave a book progress update. There has been a binder delay. A Stoughton printing firm will be doing the job at the same original costs of the designing, printing and binding of the book. The book will be 44 pages. We will be printing 1,000 copies. Nancy made a motion that the total costs of the commemorative book not exceed $5,100.00. Steve seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Jim made a motion that we have Ink Works of Stoughton do the printing and binding of the commemorative book. Jack seconded the motion. Motion carried.  We than discussed the selling price of the commemorative book. Jack made a motion that we sell the commemorative book for $7. Judge Dyke seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Marian will contact the Dodgeville American Legion about the Veterans doing the presentation of the colors.

Judge Dyke presented the program details for the Commemoration Ceremony. The Judge will have a rough draft in printed form tomorrow. The committee decided that will have a half sheet available for folks attending the celebration that will be two sided. The one side will have the Commemoration Ceremony on it. The other side will have the entire day Anniversary Program on it. This half page sheet will be printed in black and white by the Courthouse. Jim will work on the Anniversary Program side and Judge Dyke will work on the Commemoration Ceremony side. Donna will put it together and get the printing done.

The committee decided we should have chairs out front for the Commemoration Ceremony for the guests to sit on. We will use the padded folding chairs or the stacking chairs from the County Board Room. The committee will set these up.

The committee will start setting up for the day on Saturday morning beginning at 9.

The committee had a long discussion on the paid publicity that committee should do. Nancy made a motion that we advertise with a box ad in all the local newspapers at a cost not to exceed $1,500.00. Steve seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Donna will take care of getting the cost for all of the local papers. Jim will tweak the box ad flier information.

The Iowa County Historical Society will donate the 1829 Map of the United States Lead Mines on the Upper Mississippi River. Judge Dyke made a motion that the committee accepts the donation and we sell the maps for $1 each. Marian seconded the motion. Motion carried.
To-Do List discussion:
1. What will the route of the horse and wagon rides be and who will be the tour guides. Amber Westerman, Boyd Geer, and Sherri Johnson from the Dodgeville Preservation Committee will be the guides. They are working on a fourth person. The wagons will not stop during the rides. The horses will start on Chapel Street as Chapel Street will be blocked off from traffic. Steve will work with wagon drivers and guides to figure out the route.
2. The route for the walking tour of the Courthouse. The Iowa County Bar Association has two attorneys who will be doing the tours on June 13. The tours will begin at the foot of the grand stairway at the west entrance of the courthouse. Donna indicated that the tour should include the UW-Extension office as it will be manned, open and have displays in the conference room. Judge Dyke will continue to work with the attorneys on the walking tour.

3. What items are going in the time capsules? Jack, Marion and Melva continue to collect items from Iowa County businesses. We would like to have everything collected and dropped off at Greg’s office by Monday, June 1. We have a few items in Greg’s office now. We have created stickers that can be used to label the time capsule items. Donna will get a current copy of the Wisconsin Blue Book to place in the capsule.

4. Decide what our committee and Iowa County will put into the time capsules. The committee will be placing the 33 star US flag, postcard, bookmark, poster, program and commemorative book into the time capsule. It was suggested that the Iowa County Department Heads place their annual report in the time capsule.

5. Finalize the Forgiveness Ceremony. The T-shirts have been ordered. Nancy and Jack described what the T-shirts will look like. The Dodgeville and Mineral Point have committed to being part of the ceremony in Mineral Point and Dodgeville. An Amason Cobb skit will kickoff the event in Mineral Point at the site of the Mineral Point Courthouse. Joy of the Mineral Point Chamber will be handling this event. 
6. Which Courthouse offices will be open on June 13? We are not sure which office will be open as Greg was not present to give a report. Donna will check with Greg to see how we will be handling the offices that are not open. The committee’s suggestion would be that Greg has the Department Head create a bulleted one page sheet listing the duties and/or task of that office. This would be helpful for the tour guides and those folks doing self guided tours through the Courthouse.

7. Will there be someone in the County Board Room with the display items. Donna will be seeking two to four volunteers to be in the County Board Room.

8. After a discussion on the price to sell the medallions this was the decision. Steve made a motion to sell the medallions/coins as follows 1 medallion for $2 or 2 medallions for $3 with the purchase of a book. Nancy seconded the motion. Motion Carried. 
9. Bill will get the change for the two sales booths. Nancy and Jim will bring 2 change boxes.

10. Greg needs to check with the Highway Department on the legal use of the traffic sign display boards for the publicity of the Courthouse event for the day.

11. The Dodgeville Fire Department will supply a fire truck to escort the bike riders from the hospital to the courthouse. Donna will leave the Dodgeville Fire Department know that they should be at the hospital at 12:30 p.m. for the escort. The committee has decided that the courthouse bell will be rung as the bikers are coming down Iowa Street beginning at the intersection of Walnut Street and Iowa Street. Greg will ring the bell.
Jack and Marian said that Advantage Printing did the printing of the posters for $.91 each. Committee members were asked to take posters to distribute. Jack and Marion will continue to distribute the posters as they travel the county collecting time capsule items.

Next meeting date will be Monday, June 8, 2009 beginning at 6 p.m. in the County Board Room.
