IOWA COUNTY COURTHOUSE SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE

January 5, 2009

The Committee met in the County Board Room, Courthouse Annex, in the City of Dodgeville on Monday, January 5, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. and was called to order by County Clerk Greg Klusendorf.

Committee members present: Nancy Pfotenhauer, Steve Harrington, Melva Phillips, Ken Palzkill, John Hess, Judge William Dyke, Jim Stroschein and Neil Giffey.

Also present: Donna Peterson and Greg Klusendorf.

Greg informed the committee that the meeting had been noticed.


John Hess handed out a tentative program agenda for consideration with the festivities beginning at 11:00 and concluding at approximately 3:30.  They had not shown the bike ride from Mineral Point to Dodgeville.  The committee felt that it would be nice to have the bike ride and when they arrive in Dodgeville that would “kick off” the festivities.  Jim stated that he would be willing to put together a 10 minute power point presentation about architectural details of the courthouse.  He would be willing to put on two if needed.  Nancy thought it might be good to have a “continuous loop” of pictures so people could view it at their leisure.  The committee will schedule at least one if not two presentations and Jim will look into the “continuous loop” of pictures.  Judge Dyke felt the 11:00 until 3:30 time frame for the celebration was too long to hold people’s interest.  The committee agreed with this.  Consideration was given to starting the festivities at 12:00 and ending at 3:00.  The program subcommittee will consider the suggestions and bring a revised program to the next meeting.


It was decided that the postcards and bookmarks would be free to the public, but the medallions and the commemorative book would be sold.  The program, postcards and bookmarks should be given out at various places at the courthouse and grounds.  Possibly a map of the courthouse could be printed on the back of the program.  It was felt that the commemorative book would not have to be sold at the price of printing, but rather have a “nominal” fee charged.  Nancy would like the book to build on the centennial book.  The committee felt the book should be the same size as the centennial book with possibly some color photographs.  It was felt that both books should be given to the dignitaries that attend the celebration.


Judge Dyke felt that it would be good to engage local artists to help in setting up the display areas. The committee felt that the County Board room should be used for one of the display areas.  Greg said the committee may want to consider having an artist design a poster that would advertise the celebration and could be posted around the county.  


Donna suggested that a promotional subcommittee should be formed to concentrate on contacting media outlets to promote the event.  This will be taken up at the next meeting.


Neil said that it hasn’t been decided which pictures would be used on the postcard.  He would like some direction from the committee on how to proceed.

Motion by Judge Dyke, second by Steve to have Neil and the committee complete the negotiations with Gari Walz on the postcards and bookmarks and to have Gari work up two or three designs that the committee can choose from.  Motion carried.

Donna showed the committee the size of the granite that will cover the buried time capsule.  The committee will have to decide what wording is to be engraved on it.  Donna will see if a design can also be engraved on it.

The next meeting will be Monday, January 26, 2009 at 6:00 p.m.
