IOWA COUNTY COURTHOUSE SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE

March 2, 2009

The Committee met in the County Board Room, Courthouse Annex, in the City of Dodgeville on Monday, March 2, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. and was called to order by Chairman Ehr.

Committee members present: Bill Ehr, Nancy Pfotenhauer, Steve Harrington, Ken Palzkill, John Hess, Judge William Dyke, Jim Stroschein, Marian and Jack Reynolds and Neil Giffey.

Also present: Donna Peterson and Greg Klusendorf.

Greg informed the committee that the meeting had been noticed as required by law.

Nancy stated that she will check to see if we could get a promotion of the celebration in The Times of Mineral Point.

CELEBRATION TO-DO LIST

* SET SCHEDULE OF CELEBRATION
John Hess handed out the third draft of the program agenda for consideration with the festivities beginning at 12:00 and concluding at approximately 3:30.  Instead of having children’s artwork displayed it was changed to Historic Photographs.  The program was also changed to having the arrival of the bicycle riders and Forgiveness Ceremony held in the front of the courthouse instead of the parking lot. 

* ARRANGE FOR A TENT, TABLES AND CHAIRS FOR THE PARKING LOT


Chairman Ehr will follow up on this.

* COMMEMORATIVE BOOK – DESIGN, CONTENT, NUMBER TO PRINT, WHO WILL PRINT AND WHAT FEE WILL BE CHARGED FOR THEM

Nancy said that Melva has been doing a wonderful job at gathering up material for the Sesquicentennial Book.  Nancy stated that she would like to have Kristin Mitchell do the design work for the book.  Kristin is very talented and has done a lot of work in the area.  She would also like Kristin to work with the printer.  Kristin Mitchell Design’s fee is $50.00 per hour and she felt the total could be approximately $3,500.00.  This amount will change once the scope of the work is better known.  In addition to the design fee the cost to print 2,000 books with 56 total pages would be $6,000.00 and the cost to print 1,000 books would be $5,000.  Of the 56 pages 18 would consist of the Centennial book.  The committee felt this was too expensive.  They thought that if the Centennial book had 18 pages, 38 pages for the Sesquicentennial section would be too many.  Nancy will get prices of books with fewer pages.

* CONFIRM THE BIKE RIDE AND FORGIVENESS CEREMONY THAT WILL “KICK OFF” THE CELEBRATION
Nancy and Joy Gieseke have been discussing the bike ride.  Tentatively it will start from the spot in Mineral Point where the original County Courthouse stood.  They would like to have a dignitary give a speech.  They also thought about having t-shirts printed up with the original courthouse in Mineral Point and the current courthouse on them.  She thinks there will be quite a lot of interest from bike riders.  The committee felt it would be nice if the riders could present something at the Forgiveness Ceremony.  

* HISTORICAL PICTURES BLOWN UP FOR DISPLAY AND THE SIZE

Judge Dyke showed the committee a number of pictures that are now stored in a closet.  Marian stated that the Dodgeville Chamber of Commerce has a number of pictures they would loan out for the day.  Because of this the committee did not feel a need to have additional display pictures.

* INVOLVE SCHOOL CHILDREN

Greg informed the committee that he did not feel there would be any artwork from school children.  Jim said he thought it would be nice if the school English classes were contacted to see if they would have their class write up a paper on what life would be like in Iowa County in 50 years, 2059.

* WHAT WILL BE THE ROUTE FOR THE HORSE AND WAGON RIDES AND WHO WILL       THE TWO TOUR GUIDES BE
It was felt that the Horse and Wagon Rides should be approximately 10 minutes in length.  Ken and Neil will determine a route and bring it back to the committee for review.  Tour guides are still needed.

* PROMOTIONAL SUBCOMMITTEE


Donna and Greg will take the lead on promoting the event.

* DECIDE DESIGN FOR THE POSTCARDS AND BOOKMARKS

Neil has not yet heard if the samples are done.  He will check with Gari Walz.  Neil’s committee will decide on what pictures to include on the postcards and bookmarks.

* KEY CHAINS FOR THE MEDALIONS


The committee decided not to pursue this.

* WILL POSTERS BE MADE UP FOR ADVERTISING THE CELEBRATION

High School Business Education teacher Mark Olson informed Greg that one of his computer classes would be willing to design flyers, posters etc.  The committee felt this was a good idea.

*THE ROUTE FOR THE WALKING TOUR AND WHO WILL GIVE THE TOURS OF THE COURTHOUSE

Judge Dyke contacted Attorney Gayle Jebbia.  Gayle has asked the Iowa County Bar Association for items they may want to put in the time capsule.  She will also see if anyone would be interested in leading the tours of the courthouse.  Department Heads/ Elected Officials will be invited to open their offices and tell the public touring the Courthouse what their office’s duties and responsibilities are.

* SCHEDULE POWER POINT PRESENTATION/PRESENTATIONS

 Jim will work on a Power Point presentation that will focus on parts of the Courthouse you cannot see and things that are not commonly known about the courthouse.  Jim will meet with Ken and Bill to go over areas of the courthouse that should be in the presentation.  His presentation will be given at two different times that day.

* WHAT ITEMS ARE GOING INTO THE TIME CAPSULES

Jack Reynolds thought it would be a good idea to have municipalities take a picture of their population sign and have those put in the time capsule.  Also pictures of county churches should be taken.  Greg informed the committee that the Town of Dodgeville would like to have a CD of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan and 2009 budget put in the time capsule.  It was also felt a picture of the current County Board should be placed in the capsule.  Also, possibly an item from the Forgiveness Ceremony.  Greg is to send a letter to the municipalities asking for items along with pictures of churches and businesses in their communities.  We would like to hear from them by May 1st.  Vote totals from the 2008 Presidential Election should be enclosed.  Also, Clerk of Court Carolyn Olson should be asked what court documents would be good to place in the capsule.
