After going over the bids, Peterson made a motion to approve purchasing chips from Watson for $4.05 per ton if picked up by Iowa County and $5.05 per ton if they deliver it.  If Watson runs out, it will be purchased from Rule for $5.75 per ton and $6.00 per ton.  Seconded by Thomas.  Passed unanimously.

Storage ideas were mentioned.  No formal action was taken.

At 10:00 a.m. the bid opening was held for trucks and accessories.  After going over the bids, Peterson made a motion to delay action until the next meeting on November 22.  Seconded by Thomas.  Passed unanimously.

At 11:40 a.m. the committee recessed for lunch.

At 12:40 the meeting reconvened.

At 1:08 p.m. Thomas made a motion to go into executive session.  Seconded by Peterson.  The motion passed 3-0 by a voice vote.

At 3:37 p.m. Peterson made a motion to return to open session.  Seconded by Thomas.  Passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Thomas to approve the vouchers #1095 through #1113, which includes one payroll, for a total of $203,946.04.  Seconded by Peterson.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Thomas to adjourn.  Seconded by Peterson.  Motion carried.
