It allows us time to search deeds, check maps, look at hearings
or anything related to your questions. It has also become a form that the Town’s
are recognizing as a valuable tool. When a person has questions about doing
something with their property or are looking into buying some land, a Preliminary
Development Review Form is a good place to start. If a person does end up need-
ing to go through a process (Rezone, Conditional Use, etc.) which would involve
going to the Town first for a recommendation and then onto the County—the
County’s response to the completed Preliminary Development Review Form, helps
the Town during their review to see if it complies with their Land Use Plan, and
also a look at the whole picture (possible floodplain, possible access issues, etc.)
Thinking about doing something—check out our Website for a Preliminary De-
velopment Review Form—send a completed form to P & D and we will respond
in a timely fashion.

All systems installed since 1980 are
required to file reports on a 3-year cycle, so you will likely be getting a no-
tice either this year or in the next two. In addition, the state is planning to
amend state law that will require all systems in the county to be placed on
this 3-year maintenance schedule (adding those systems installed prior to
1980.) Pumping might not always be necessary, sometimes an inspection
is all that is necessary (if there is only one occupant or this is a 2nd home,
etc.) but the forms must always be completed by a pumper and returned
with a $15.00 filing fee to The Office of Planning & Development. See our
website for a list of pumpers.
